JORDA is
published byPakistan Academy for Rural Development (PARD) since 1964 and is
internationally recognized journal in the field of rural development and administration.
The studycovers citation analysis dihe papers published in JORDA from 20012006
where the articleper issue, citatianper article, chronologof average citation agetc.,
were examinetb determine the quality of citation and references of JORDA.

Introduction
Journal for Rural Development and Administration is a quarterly publication of
Pakistan Aademy for Rural Development (PARD) Pakistan. JORDAwublishedin 4
volumes each year namely wintspring summer, and autumn since 1964.

The journal is published with the basic objective of generating and creating interest
of the readers ofhe topics relating to various aspects of our daily life with a special
emphasis on social problems. It provides a good analytical access and disseminates
information in the field of RuraDevelopment and Local Government issues. Research
papers publisheih the journal are the contributions of the scholars and experts from
Pakistan and other developing countries as \@dtlan, 2015) JORDA has worldwide
recognition and welcomes research articles that represent original work on psychological,
sociological,and economic aspects of rural development for publication.

In scientific circle, the reference helps the reader in identifying and finding sources
in which in turn clarify any research work more authentic and reli@htation plays an
important role indetermining the quality of an article. Citations, at one hand offers
acknowledgements to the autheveosework being cited by the researcher and at other
hand it helps inavoiding plagiarism thus making any research work trustworthy and
consistent. Propecitationsallow a reader to determine the quality of a research work.
Whereas, citations from quality and peeviewed scholarly work add values to the
quality, authenticity, and excellence of knowledgese of both the reader and the reading.
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Citation Analysis is a branch of bibliometric in which a portion of analysis is a
document that is being cited as a bibliograpteterence(Khaparde, 2011)In other
words, Citation analysis examines the frequency, patterns and graphs of citations in
articles ad books (Garfield, 1972) Citation analysis begun ith the publication of
Science Bblication Index(SPI)in 1961.1t is the study of the distribution or scattering of
referencesBesides elaborating on the quality of research watktion studies provid
guidelines for thelnformation Professionalén the decision making process in their
procurement/acquisition process and policy.

There are many reasons why and how citations support the research work for
authenticity and reliabilityLeydesdorff(1998) dilated upon the necessity and usage of
citation from contribution to the advancement of science and knowledge. Many
researchers elaborated on impact of citations on research and development of knowledge.
Lotkab saw [1926)make citation possible for prestationandhelps readers to access the
information efficiently in detailby providing evidence and acknowledgement to the
referred works.

This work is intended to analyze the citation of articles in order to gauge the
quality of scholarly work published by an international journal i.e. Journal of Rural
Development and AdministratiorBibliographies, and other ldike compilations of
referances, are generally not considered citations because they do not fulfill the true spirit
of the term: deliberate acknowledgement by other authors of the priority of one!s ideas

Limitation of Study
This study is limited to examine cited References of thieles published by
JORDA from 2001 to 2006. JORDA is being published since 1964, however, we could
have access to data available from 2001 to 2006 whereas, several issues were found
missing from the data earlier than the year 2001 putblishing organiation i.e. Pakistan
Academy for Rural Development. This is why only issues published between 2001 and
2006 were considered for analysis.

Literature Review

Citation analysis is a tool of Bibliometric and becoming increasingly important to
evaluate the scientific productivity of authors, articles, and scholarly publications in a
specific field of study. Citations have become an essential part of the repapsshby
which authors influence their work and validate their arguments. Citation count or citation
analysis gives a comprehensive picture of previously published and/or unpublished work
in a domain of any particular research work. However, referencagpaifticular research
work also influence its quality.

Linda C. 3nith (1981)wrote inherpaper that citation shows relationships between
citing and cited paper/document. Author has shown fifteen characteristics of citation. She
says that the citation &n interesting subject for study. She also shows her interest in the
techniques for development of citation analysis. She says that new technigues and tool has
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made citation analysis easy. In ancient time the citation were carried out manually by the
lists of limited journals.

Small (1999) explains thatco-citation analysis enables the identification of the
groups of the scientists and their publications and for conclusion to be drawn from the
inner structures of the research discipline school or paradigm.

Kostoff (1998)has written a paper on use and miss use of citation analyseadHe
discusseds the possible usage of citation analysis and referenddmyong many other
possible use, the author highlighted that it can be effectively useahdoy areadike
trend finding impactfactor, book mark and seBerving purposes. The paper actually
focused on the need of the citatioMoreover,he explained that we use citation that we
less contribute to advance the knowledge and less for noble purposesudyhpresents
the comparison of some Russian/ Ameri can au

The overall map shows the breath of the multi discipline data set
sample. In this paper efferthave beemade to visualize the data set using advanced
virtually reality, whereas the relateshftware haslsobeen described.

It presexd the analysis of 3876itations from
almost247 articles.

Objectives
Primary objective of this study is texamine how far quoted references of the
scholarlyarticlesinfluence its quality. For the purpose, seastudy of JORDA has been
conducted where its articlgmblishedfrom 2001to 2006were examined. The quality of
articles were examined through:

1 Identifying the average number of references cited by an article
1 Examining the authorship pattern of the citeterences
9 Assessing the quality and validity of cited sources

9 Determine how old or new are the cited references
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Methodology

References along witits in-text citatiors were collected from all articles usiag
spread sheetthrough OCR (Optical CharacterRecognition) scanning technology
Afterward thecollected data was thoroughly checked for possible typographical errors or
missing characteratawerearrangedalphabetically in separate fields i.e. author name,
title etc., and were categorized accordynipr ease of analysis. Differentiprities were
set out(such as collection of statistical data, verification of each source from online
databases of scholarly publication) before conductingejpth analysisThe data was
imported in Statistical Packagor Social Science (SPSS) for further analysis. Different

tables were generated in the SPSS using its descriptive statistical analysis techniques.

Required tables (created in SPSS) were imported in Microsoft Excel 2007 for
visualization of results by usj the advanced feature of Recommended Charts.

Findings and Results
Findings of the analysis are compiled keeping in view different aspects of the
citation analysis. Citations and References of 52 research articles published from 2001 to
2006 have been emaned for its numbers, quality, frequency of distribution, authorship
pattern, and chronological distribution of citations.

Average articles per Issue

There areb2 paperspublishedin JORDA from 2001to 2006.The average papers
per issues ar@pproximately eight. Figure (below) shows the summary of-yese
number of articles published in JORDA from 2001 to 2006.

The average number of references per articles is 22. Whereas, collectively 1139
valid references have been recorded in all the published issues of JORDA from 2001
2006. However, the quality of citation and their corresponding references vemnmided
by identifying the actual sources from where the reference was quoted. Figure (below)
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shows the yeawise distribution of references counted in the published articles of
JORDA.

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Quality of Citations and References

The quality of citation and referencing play a vital role in determining the quality
of an article. The latest source of reference providem-aate information and ultimately
supports to validate the referredlormation. However, latest source of information quoted
by an author (and validated by the actual source) is a corner stone to authentic research
and scientific information. We have encountered several issues while validating all the
references underwsly. However, only those references were added for further analysis
which were found validated either from the World Wide Web or Online Computer Library
Catalog (The OCLC).

Two analysis were conducted to determine the quality of references. The quoted
references of each article was examined to check for oldest and latest years. The figure
(below) shows overall scenario for recorded references according to their year.

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Latest Citation/Referencing Years
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Data shows that lase references quoted in respective articles fall between 1986
and 2006. This means that the data presented in the articles published in JORDA during
the understudy period was updated thus the quality of articles and the information
contained therein was figiently new and latest.

Moreover, the graph shows that maximum number of articles (i.e. 20 out of 52)
have found to quote sources ranging and publishing between the years 2001 to 2002.
